• Accurate and Reliable:  Prior to an election, we test 100% of tabulators and accessible voting 
devices. Publicly attended Logic & Accuracy testing was conducted October 4th with success!

• Monitored & live stream 24-7-365:  There is restricted access to the tabulation area & 
additional cameras were installed in the warehouse.  

• No Internet Connections:  No equipment or programs in the tabulation area are connected to 
internet, the server and programming PC have been moved to the tabulation room.
